Meeting Notes
Alan announced that the Screening Committee of the American Nuclear Society National Program Committee unanimously gave the conference Preliminary Approval during a teleconference on August 10, 2016.  He noted that what we have now is basically a template for the conference, with the clearance to provide much more detail.  Extended discussion followed with respect to publicizing the meeting and issuing a Call for Papers.

Darrell said that he is preparing articles to publicize the meeting for publication through various channels.  Discussion then focused on issuing a Call for Papers.  Darrell and Ron suggested that multiple calls should be made.  The first call should be in the form of an announcement, the results from which will be used to focus subsequent calls and help focus the meeting structure.  They proposed that the early calls should be simple without specifying a detailed format; perhaps simply requesting an Abstract with a word limit.  Darrell suggested that the initial call should go out as soon as possible in order to have the best opportunity for influencing the relevant standards committees.  He will contact Betsy Tompkins, Editor and Publisher of the American Nuclear Society news magazine Nuclear News to see what is required to promote the meeting and issue a Call for Papers.  He will then draft a Call for Papers and circulate it for review with Ron, Tony, Mike, Wanda, Jerry and Alan.

Involving the press in the conference was discussed.  Ron said that he had successfully involved a reporter in a scientific meeting, and that the interaction was successful.  Tony mentioned that he had poor results when he tried it at a different meeting.

Publication issues were discussed but without Wayne Glines present little could be done.  Darrell said that we don’t need to work out these details yet.

Darrell gave the status of his effort to broaden the membership of the Program Committee (Attachment 2).  Several people contacted have not responded yet.  Darrell requested Alan to contact Micky Brady-Rapp and Abel Gonzalez.

Funding of invited speakers was discussed.  The current budget is $7,000.  All agreed that is not adequate so further fund raising is needed.

Ludwig Feinendegen’s proposal to have a pre-meeting, which might provide input to the topical was discussed.  All agreed that the planning committee does not need to be involved in the pre-meeting because it will be entirely separate from the topical, including funding.

Federal agency involvement was discussed with a focus on the Department of Energy.  Who in the department should be contacted was discussed?  Darrell said that the contact should go to the top.  The Secretary will pass the request down the chain of command to have someone else respond, but the fact that it came from the top should give it some priority.  It would also be helpful to prepare staff members who might be assigned the response.

Funding from other organizations was discussed.  Tony said that he has some good contacts with the Department of Energy, but the Federal budgeting process makes it impossible to guarantee funding two years out.  His initial contact with a prominent Department of Energy manager indicated a potential contribution of $24K.  Doug Boreham indicated he might be able to provide around $40K, but he may need to get approval from Bruce Power before firming up this commitment.

Alan said that he doesn’t have the time to make a list of contacts for the various Federal agencies, with specific names and addresses, and suggested that Virginia might be a good person to do this.  Wanda agreed.

Steve said that he had not yet contacted companies to solicit support in the form of exhibits because he isn’t comfortable with the information that he can provide them.  Daryl said that the First Announcement should be adequate.

Steve said that the first public event at B Reactor will be at the end of September, and that it is still possible to get tickets for the event.  He said that he would email an announcement to the committee.  He also said that it appears as though Seattle Opera will not present an opera at B Reactor as he had previously suggested.  He agreed to work with Kris Troyer to plan a replacement event.

The next meeting was scheduled for 4:30 on Tuesday, September 27.
