The shape of the low dose response curve doesn’t matter except to ensure a level of safety. To ensure a level of safety need to include risk. If the LNT is bad then need to find something better. What is the definition of low dose?
Low dose depends on who you talk to. Low dose is two grade? Somewhere we run into background that is set. Variable and low. Get down in the range below background. It drives a lot of the cleanup. Look at other biological factors and dose distribution. Data strongly suggests there is a threshold and a nonlinear for high LET. Low levels different to professionals.
Ask for public input for regulations to be eliminated. 

Potential topic - Jim Conca give a paper on cost.

Nuclear power what can be done to reduce costs. How regulations effect cost? Cost with number of permits.
